Day 2
VICTORIA FALLS

Day 3 
CHOBE NATIONAL PARK

Day 4

MAKGADIKGADI PANS

optional guided nature drive to the pans.

Day 6 | 450 km
MOREMI GAME RESERVE
After an early breakfast, you travel via Maun 
and onwards via rugged bush roads towards 
the concession bordering the Moremi / Khwai 
Reserve to the east. 

En route to your camp, which you will reach in 

the late afternoon, you have the opportunity 
to see a variety of spectacular game species 
and also marvel at the untouched traditional 
lifestyle of the Botswana people that inhabit 
the area.
